MITCHELDEAN

The Parish and former market town of Mitcheldean lies 16.5 km. west of Gloucester. (fn. 9) Mitcheldean, once part of the Forest of Dean, (fn. 10) was usually called Dean until the mid 13th century. (fn. 11) Afterwards it was generally known as Micheldean or Great Dean, in the Latin form Dean Magna, to distinguish it from nearby Littledean. (fn. 12) 
The form Mitcheldean was in use by the mid 17th century (fn. 13) and the parish was occasionally called Michael Dean, from the dedication of its church, by that time. (fn. 14) Littledean and presumably Abenhall had tenurial links with Mitcheldean (fn. 15) and were regarded as members of it in 1316. (fn. 16) 
The town of Mitcheldean, which lay partly in Abenhall, was a centre for industries based on the products of the adjacent Forest. It supported a cloth industry by the later 13th century and had a market from 1328. The town prospered in the 17th century but was in decline as an industrial centre and market by the end of the 18th and became primarily a shopping centre of local importance. 
 the presence of a factory owned by Rank Xerox Ltd. was a major influence on Mitcheldean, which expanded as a residential area.
